Session 1 - Thursday, October 7, 2010. 6:00 p.m. - 8:00 p.m. 2.0 CEUs
Wheelchair Seating and Positioning: the Basics to More Complex
Presented by Sue Toale Knapp, OTR/L & Denise Kluever, OTR/L
This session will provide the participant with the basics regarding seating and positioning. You will hear from an OT who works in skilled, assisted living and long term care facilities and learn what you can do with sometimes limited resources. You will hear from an OT who works in Rehab and learn the basics of wheelchair evaluations and the guidelines set by commercial insurance, T19 and Medicare. You will hear what the VA can offer to clients regarding equipment needs and you will also be exposed to pressure mapping and learn how it could benefit your clients.

Denise Kluever, OTR/L has a bachelor degree from the University of St. Catherine and a master degree in health care administration from the University of St. Francis. Currently she works as an area manager for ONR, a contract therapy company, as an area manager and clinical specialist.
Sue Toale Knapp OTR/L has a bachelor degree from the University of St. Catherine’s. She is employed by Iowa Health Des Moines and works in the OP Therapy Department at Younker Rehab Center. As part of her job she evaluates clients’ for manual and power wheelchairs as well as powered mobility devices.

OT-Clinical Improvement Measure (OT-CIM) 
Presented by Sandra Whisner, MA, OTR. 
This will be a hands-on workshop! Therapists will be empowered to use a new instrument that describes and quantifies the actual techniques, methods, interventions that are part of daily practice, but are not reflected in billing codes. The workshop will present the OT-Clinical Improvement Measure (OT-CIM) as a tool to monitor individual practice and build data sets to link specific interventions with treatment outcomes.
Participants will leave the workshop with an instrument tailored to their practice setting and the skills to build practice-based evidence. A take-away DVD will be given to each participant at the close of the workshop.  The DVD will contain:

	* Pre-recorded videos of the workshop presentations
	* Copies of the worksheets/documents used in the workshop
	* Information on potential opportunities to participate in a large-scale data collection study using the OT-CIM 

The primary presenter, Sandra Whisner, is an occupational therapist with 13 years experience working in mental health settings.  Currently, she is an Assistant Professor at Texas Tech University Health Sciences Center in Lubbock, Texas and is pursuing a PhD. in Occupational Therapy at Texas Woman’s University, Denton, Texas.  Sandra has worked extensively with Dr. Sally Schultz and other fellow PhD students in the development of the OT- Clinical Improvement Measure (OT-CIM ). Co-presenters are PhD students from the Texas Women’s University:  Carly Thom, MA, OTR/L: works in outpatient pediatrics and Vanessa Jewell, MS, OTR/L : works in geriatrics (SNF/LTC and home health). 

Session 2B - Friday, October 8, 2010.  8:00a.m. - 11:00 a.m.  2.75 CEUs
Evaluation and Treatment of Sensory Processing Dysfunction in Infants and Children
Presented by Kristie Middendorf, MS, OTR/L, BCP 
This workshop will provide participants with a beginner to intermediate level of information on evaluating and treating infants and children with sensory processing dysfunction. It will include information about sensory systems and their functions, the definition, causes, and prevalence of sensory processing dysfunction, behavioral signs indicative of sensory processing dysfunction, the impact of sensory processing dysfunction on functional skills, types of sensory processing dysfunction, overview of evaluation tools for identifying sensory processing dysfunction and interpretation, basic treatment principles, and an overview of specialized treatment techniques.  Videos and demonstration will be used to enhance learning.

Kristie Middendorf is currently a senior occupational therapist at St. Luke's Witwer Children's Therapy with 17 years of pediatric clinical experience.  She has specialized training in the assessment and treatment of specialized treatment techniques for infants and children with sensory processing dysfunction and feeding and swallowing difficulties including certification in the administration and interpretation of the Sensory Integration and Praxis Test (SIPT), Level 1 Advanced Intensive Mentorship Program through SPD, Therapeutic Listening, Integrated Listening Systems, Interactive Metronome, Neonatal Oral Motor Asessment Scale (NOMAS), and VitalStim Provider Certification Training.  She is currently Board Certified in Pediatrics and serves as an application reviewer for the AOTA Board Certification Program in Pediatrics.

Session 3A - Friday, October 8, 2010.  1:00 p.m. - 5:00 p.m.  3.75 CEUs
Assistive Technology; A Bridge to Functioning.  
Presented by Jon Turnquist , MOL, OTR/L, ATP.
This workshop will introduce assistive technology (AT) and demonstrate how AT can enhance the rehab process, home and hospital safety/independence, fall prevention, and communication. This introduction will include both commercial off the shelf solutions as well as individualized adaptations. Introduce the St Ambrose AT House and how the AT House can be utilized as a free resource for problem-solving, training and AT equipment loans. This workshop will describe the AT process from initial contact, assessment, training, funding and follow-up services.

Specific areas covered:
 Home control / safety equipment
 Voice recognition systems
 Alternate computer input
 Materials and new switch technology
 Modifying existing toys / equipment
Individuals will be provided an opportunity to demonstrate knowledge in setting up components of an X10  system for environmental control, fall prevention. (X10 is used by almost all ECU (E-ADLs) systems for control over the environment)

Mr. Turnquist was initially trained as an occupational  therapist in 1992 at St. Ambrose University. He has worked with adults with a variety of cardiopulmonary, neurological, and orthopedic conditions within acute care, rehabilitation, long-term care and outpatient rehabilitation settings. He received a certificate as an Assistive Technology Professional in 2006 and completed a Masters Degree in Organizational Leadership in 2010.

Vision Rehab Treatment Techniques For All Settings 
Presented by Therese Molloy, OT/L.
Purpose of Program:   Describe basic vision rehabilitation testing and training techniques, including variations to individualize each treatment and progress sessions for those persons who work with children or adults with visual impairments.  Participants will be able to coordinate treatments with other practitioners working with their client.   

Therese Molloy, OT/L, has been in practice for 25 years, primarily in adult and pediatric outpatient rehabilitation.  She developed two Driving Evaluation Programs in California for the Orange County Easter Seals Rehabilitation Center and for La Palma Intercommunity Hospital.  Client failure to pass driving test due to vision lead to a career long interest in the effects vision problems have on function.  When she returned to Iowa, she left the clinical realm for 10 years to be the Associate Professor at the Occupational Therapy Assistant Program of Kirkwood Community College.  In 2002 she returned to clinical practice as a contract therapists for nursing homes, inpatient hospitals and rehabilitations setting.  Currently, she works as the clinical director of the Cedar Rapids Vision In Motion providing Low Vision Services and Vision Rehabilitation.
